


STAGE 3:
Individual teaching session (15 minutes, twice a week)

Individual teaching session part 1:
Review and introduction (3 minutes)

® To remind the learner of what was achieved in the previous session and
to outline the focus of the current session

® To confirm to the learner the number range being used

® To introduce and review key vocabulary

® To link the focus of the current session to the learner’s mainstream class
teaching, where appropriate

Individual teaching session
part 2: Numeracy activity (6 minutes)

® To give an opportunity for the
learner to work on the focus of the
session in a range of learning styles

® To familiarise the learner with

vocabulary appropriate to the focus
of the session

Individual teaching session
part 3: Linked recording (6 minutes)

® To reinforce the skills learned during
part 2 of the Individual teaching
session, using writing/recording as R s e
an additional approach to learning

® To provide focused teaching based

on observed miscues Arecord is kept of the teaching and learning
of each Individual teaching session

STAGE 4:
Ongoing monitoring

® The record kept of each Individual teaching session and the learner’s
Catch Up Numeracy learner profile give valuable information about the
learner’s needs and progress

® We recommend that progress is also monitored by means of a
standardised Number/Maths test at the mid-point and end of the year,
as appropriate




THE CATCH UP NUMERACY SEQUENCE OF TEACHING

1. Anindividual learner profile is created across the 10 components of
numeracy

2. The profile is used to set targets, across the whole profile and with
individual components

3. The targets are used to focus the content of each 15 minute Individual
teaching session

4. Each Individual teaching session includes explanation, modelling,
activity, discussion, questioning and recording

5. Progress is discussed, reviewed and recorded at the end of each
Individual teaching session

6. Numeracy targets are revised in the light of progress

CATCH UP TRAINING

All of the guidance necessary to deliver Catch Up Numeracy is
available as part of the integrated training and resource package:

N1: INTRODUCING CATCH UP NUMERACY

For Local Authority advisers, members of school Senior Management Teams
and the member of staff who will manage Catch Up Numeracy in school (or
other setting).

A 90 minute information session which gives an overview of Catch Up Numeracy
and its implementation and management in school (or other setting). NB There
is no charge for N1.

N2: DELIVERING CATCH UP NUMERACY

For staff (including teachers, teaching assistants and carers) who will deliver
Catch Up Numeracy to learners who struggle with numeracy and for the
member of staff who will manage Catch Up Numeracy in school (or other
setting).

Each trainee’s file includes all the guidance and proformas necessary to deliver
Catch Up Numeracy. The 3 half day hands-on sessions cover:

® background and research

® assessing numeracy skills

® delivering the Catch Up Numeracy Individual teaching session

® ongoing monitoring
The time between each training session enables the trainees to complete short
assignments and to practise the Catch Up Numeracy skills.

N3: MANAGING CATCH UP NUMERACY

For the member of staff who will manage Catch Up Numeracy in school (or other
setting).

This 9o minute session considers in detail the effective management of

Catch Up Numeracy in school (or other setting). It is usually held immediately
after N2.

N4: REVIEW AND NEXT STEPS

For those who have completed N2 and are experienced in delivering Catch Up
Numeracy (including the member of staff who manages Catch Up Numeracy in
school or other setting).

This one day course reviews the delivery of Catch Up Numeracy and gives
further guidance on ‘Formative assessments’, ‘Numeracy activities’ and ‘Linked
recording’. It will also introduce the Catch Up Numeracy online resources and
digital games (when they become available).




Who attends which sessions?
® The staff who will deliver Catch Up Numeracy to learners attend N2 and N4

® The member of staff who will manage the delivery of Catch Up Numeracy
in school (or other setting) attends N1, N2, N3 and N4

Catch Up Numeracy training can be organised for staff from individual schools,
from clusters of schools or from other settings.

OCN accredited training
The Catch Up Numeracy training is accredited by the Open College Network (OCN):

® Delivering Catch Up Numeracy and Review and Next Steps (N2 and N4)
are accredited at OCN Level 2

® Managing Catch Up Numeracy (N3) is accredited at ochn
OCN Level 3 EASTERN REGION

Submitting for the OCN accreditation is voluntary.
